 Here is information from the MD25 Centennial Committee meeting of 30 July 2016. 
 
Our celebration of the great first 100 years of Lionism will focus mainly on the ñ500ò Parade and our International Parade in Chica-
go. I will update you on this as soon as we get additional guidance from LCI. 
 
We plan on designating June 2017 as the main month for our celebration. Some things we have decided on, which cubs should be 
planning: 
 Marching in the ñ500ò festival parade on 27 May 2017. We are taking reservations for marchers as MD25 will be limited to 
100 marchers. If you want to march, let me know at dosalsbery@att.net as soon as possible. Spaces will be on a first come, first 
served basis. 
 We will have a Baseball night with the Indians. Tentative dates are 3 or 10 June 2017. (These could change due to Indiansô 
schedule). 
 June 10, 2017 will be designated ñINDIANA LIONS STATEWIDE SERVICE DAYò. We are asking each club in MD25 to 
set up and complete a service project in their community, i.e. clean-up day, paint a building, pick-up trash on highway, put new sign-
age in town, etc. There are many service projects that will bring the attention of the state on Lions. This is NOT a fundraiser, but a 
SERVICE project. 
 Local clubs: During the month of June 2017, visit businesses that have signage and ask them to run public service an-
nouncements celebrating Lionôs 100th. Get local newspapers to run spots about what you do. 
 Every county in Indiana has a County Fair. Get the Fair Board to have a ñLions day at the Fairò. 
Set up a booth, advertise your club. If there is more than one club in your county, combine your efforts and maybe have 2 days. Have 
something to pass out to the visitors, i.e. balloons, candies, yardsticks with Lions Logo and our 100th Motto: ñWhere there is a need, 
there is a Lionò. 
 These are just a few of the things you can do in your community. Have local officials declare ñLions Day in _________ò. 
Plan a Day/Night at a local Ball Park, even Little League is still fun. 
 
We are asking the Governor of Indiana, when the new Governor takes office, to declare June 2017 ñLions Month in Indianaò, or at 
least June 10th as Lions Day in Indiana.  
 
We are also planning on ñLions Day at the State Fairò. More on this later. 
Please watch for more information as we progress. And DO NOT FORGET, most of these are reportable activities for your monthly
